Lent 2012: The holy season of Lent begins on February 22nd. The liturgy for Ash Wednesday invites the People of God to observe a HOLY Lent, by spending time in reflection and self-examination of our spiritual life, in penitence, prayer, fasting, and almsgiving . . . and by reading and meditating on the Word of God.  Every year, Christians are bidden to make a sacrifice of our time and our energy to focus on these aspects of our lives.  Most all of these spiritual challenges may be done individually, including Bible reading. However, it is always helpful to share our insights into God’s word with others.

This year, I plan to lead a 5-week course entitled: “And it was good: responding to God’s gifts of creation”. This course is offered to Anglicans throughout the worldwide Anglican community.  We will examine our understanding of, and responsibility for creation and learn how Anglicans in different parts of the world use and interpret the Bible.

I would like to offer this five-week course on Sundays, since most of us will be at church anyway. I am proposing that either we run each session (about an hour), either between the 8 am and 10:30 am services (from 9 to 10 am), or lunchtime after the 10:30 service. Bring your Bible, and we will bring the Bagels, or else we can have a simple soup lunch together. 

I pray that you will consider attending this Bible study. Please let me know which time you prefer, so I can make the necessary arrangements.
